Please keep our children and other community members safe  
Below are a series of articles on how to keep us all safe. As a school we take these matters very 

seriously and want to ask for your help. 

 
Cyclists 
The Travel Safety Group would like to remind all staff and parents that the Academy recognises the 

benefits of using public transport, cycling and walking as a main mode of transport to and from school 

and supports the families and staff who have reduced their reliance on private vehicles for their school 

commute. 

Every member of staff and parent who 

commutes to and from Thomas Hall can help 

encourage and protect the members of our 

community who access the site on foot or 

cycle. 

In particular we’d like to answer the question 

- why do they cycle down the middle of the 

road? 

Well, that is the safe and legal place for a 

cyclist to be. 

It’s SAFE because although Cowley Bridge 

Road has recently been resurfaced, this road 

in particular presents a number of hazards to 

cyclists.  There are large numbers of raised and sunken ironworks that need to be avoided to prevent 

skidding; the drainage covers come way out into the road and need to be skirted around; there are 

bushes that grow out of the side of the walls at just the right height to hit a cyclist in the face. 

The side of the road is filled with debris such as broken glass, bits of stone & brick, turnips (well we 

are in Devon), plastic/wood fallen from lorries and once even half a window, that all need to be 

avoided, often at short notice. 

Cyclists need S   P   A   C   E   to avoid all these hazards and frequently car drivers don’t know this, so 

cyclists have to create this space for themselves by taking the legal and safe prime position.   

It’s LEGAL because a cyclist is a vehicle on the road, just like any other, and is granted the same rights 

and protection as all other vehicles. The Highway Code states (in short) that a car may ONLY overtake 

a cyclist if there enough space to overtake another car.  

 

 

 

 



 

 

So it doesn’t really matter to car drivers whether the cyclist is tucked in or in single file.  If there is 

traffic coming in the other direction, you MAY NOT overtake a cyclist along Cowley Bridge Road. 

 If you do drive to Thomas Hall please help and 

support other members of our community by 

considering your own driving style, how that may 

influence other drivers and the impact it has on 

the safety of others. 

Hanging back, giving a cyclist space until it’s safe 

to overtake will only add 45 seconds to your 

journey - is the life of one of our students really 

worth less than a minute of your time?  

 
Parking 

Pavement parking creates hazards for pedestrians, particularly blind people, 

children, and wheelchair and pushchair users because it forces people out in to 

the road, putting them at risk from traffic. 

Pavements aren’t designed to carry the weight of a vehicle: parking on 

pavements cause damage which adds to our maintenance costs. 

 Don’t park on a pavement – driving on (including onto) a pavement is illegal and 

you can be fined up to £1,000 if witnessed by the police. The police can issue parking tickets for 

driving on a pavement, parking across a drop kerb or causing wilful obstruction. Extract from

Residents have been in touch with the school to complain about this behaviour and other parking 

issues in West Garth Road. The police have also been asked to attend. Please park considerately and 

legally in the local area. We would like to remain on friendly terms with our neighbours! 

 
 
Please remember  

¶ Check your wing mirrors before opening doors, or pulling out of spaces 

¶ Consider access for larger vehicles when parking eg emergency vehicles and buses  

¶ The speed limit on site is 5mph (walking pace) 

¶ Please take especial care when crossing the bridge on the drive - cars, cyclists and pedestrians 

all use this bridge! 

¶ Reverse into parking spaces  

¶ No dogs on site 

¶ Do not ride bicycles/scooters on site
