Budget update

Last month | mentioned that our income is a direct function of the  number of pupils enrolled on the

census date of October 6™. Pupil numbers will increase every year until 2021.0ur school is now beginning

its transition into double streams. Last year was the first double reception year in Kindergarten. This

year we have both Reception and Year 1 (the whole Kindergarten) as double streams. Next year we will

have two class 10s and by Sept 2021 d&adotahof6l24pupisave do

Based upon our experience last year - during which the numbers i n reception slowly increased over the

year we anticipated a shortfall in the reception of about 12 in Sept 16 and budgeted our income for the

year assuming we would have 326 pupi I"©ctdemsusdldtenmie! 6 sc
had 317 and s our income is likely to be about £30,000 less than budget (we receive about £3300 per

pupil per year). It is however possible that the Education Funding Agency will take into account pupils

enrolled on the January 17 ™ censusdbut this is at their discre tion and cannot be relied upon.

The school is presently full in all classes from class 1 to 9 .The new Parent and Child groups are full and
have expanded to four mornings. We hope that this, together with our kindergarten taster sessions, and



an increased marketing strategy will generate additional pupil numbers for reception in subsequent years
and ensure our pupils and income are optimised.

Other areas generating income are the fairs and activities of the PTFA, letting the school site,
expanding the very successful language school from 2 weeks to 4 ( two weeks will be in the summer
holidays), and donations (time as well as financial).

If you would like to be involved in helping to develop the language school, generating more income from
letting the school site or have some time to help with any aspect of financial administration please let

me know. As we expand the school our need for help in the office is growing. We are fortunate to have a
new staff member in the finance office dhis name is Dan and he was a pupil in the Exeter Steiner School
10 years ago. He is presently training in accountancy and he has kindly offered to work voluntarily for 2
days a week.

School meals

One area that we can all work together to improve is the way in which we administer/book and pay for
the school lunches. At the moment it is difficult for the kitchen to know how many meals they need to
cater for, some parents are finding it difficult to know what they owe or have paid for, and some parents
have still to set up their Parent Pay account.

Over the next few weeks and months our intention is to get all parents of children from Class 2 and

above to select their meals from the meal menu on Parent Pay and pay for their meals in advance. This
will also apply to those getting free school meals. Many pa rents are paying for meals in advance but not
selecting the meals. This means that the kitchen does not know what type or number of meals to cater
for.

Parents of children receiving Universal free school meals in Kindergarten and Class 1 do not need
to boo k through Parent Pay.
